MORE QUESTIONS (For this session, instead of taking more time for discussion, take 10-15 minutes to pray  

for each other for healing)

You can take a few minutes to talk about questions that people might have after the episode. 

Explain that you are going to take some time to pray for each other and that no one has to 
pray or receive prayer if they don’t want to.

Ask if anyone has specific prayer requests for healing. They don’t have to be specific if they 
don’t want to.

If one of the leaders shared words of knowledge about what God might want to heal, you can 
ask if anyone in your group connects with what was shared. 

Ask if one or two from the group would like to pray for the person who needs healing.

This is also an opportunity to pray for people to be filled with the Holy Spirit and to pray for any 
other issues that are brought up.

Take a few minutes to talk about any experiences you’ve 
had praying for healing. Share any stories you’ve heard of 
God healing someone.
